THE FOLLOWING VARIANCES HAVE BEEN REQUESTED BY TERRY AND ROCIO EXLEY WITH RESPECT TO CHAPTER 16, SECTION 6 OF THE VILLAGE OF VIRGINIA GARDENS CODE SO AS TO ALLOW A FENCE IN THE FRONT/SIDE OF THEIR PROPERTY.

Section 6.8 (D). No fence or wall shall be permitted in any front yard.
